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Park & Ride tram car park: 
 
These car parks are designed to let you park your vehicle and use the public 
transport laid on by Montpellier Agglomeration. Getting around Montpellier couldn’t 
be easier! 
 
Rates: €4 per vehicle per day, including the parking fee + one two-way tram ticket for 
each car passenger. 
 
Both tram lines go to the Corum: “Station Corum” tram stop 
 
Line 1, Blue (“Bleu”) Tram:  
 

- Mosson car park if you’re arriving from Juvignac on the A75 or from the north 
of the city. 

- Euromédecine car park if you’re arriving from Juvignac on the A75 or from the 
north of the city. 

- Odysséum car park, A9 motorway, exit 29  
 
Line 2, Flowers (“Fleurs”) Tram: 

 
- Notre Dame de Sablassou car park, A9 motorway, exit 28 
- Sabines car park, A9 motorway, exit 31 
- Saint Jean de Védas car park, A9 motorway, exit 31

Go down Rue Maguelone, which is the street facing you, as far as the Gares tram 
stop Choose the platform marked “direction Mosson” 

Get out at the 2nd stop, “Corum” 
Take the lift or monumental staircase up to the Corum
